Speaker Invitation and Guidelines
1 Overview of the Caribbean ICT Roadshow

The Caribbean ICT Roadshow has been developed to raise awareness within the public sector, the private sector, civil society and academia, of the innovative approaches possible and necessary for the effective use of ICT in government, business and social development.

The Roadshow will take the form of a series of country visits across the region, designed to foster a spirit of innovation in the development of ICT-based practical solutions, to raise awareness and to encourage harmonization of efforts in the adoption of ICT solutions for inclusive economic and social development. The theme, Harnessing the Power of Innovation - the engine for ICT-enabled Caribbean Development, is reflective of the objectives we hope to achieve.

The purpose of the Caribbean ICT Roadshow is to promote innovation in ICT as an engine for all aspects of Caribbean development. It will also demonstrate the transformative power of innovation in ICT policy formulation, entrepreneurship and business development, education and government service delivery for the Caribbean Community.
2 Invitation to Prospective Speakers

CTU invites experts and innovators in the field of information and communications technologies to submit proposals for presentations that are consistent with the theme and contribute to the achievement of the Caribbean ICT Roadshow’s objectives. 

CTU would particularly welcome the presentation of CASE STUDIES in any of the subject areas as it relates to the general objectives of the conference. These case studies must have practical application and relevance to economic and social development.

Prospective candidates who wish to be considered for speaking positions are required to follow the procedure outlined hereunder. 

1. Submit full name, Job Title, Company and contact information;
2. Provide a brief professional biography detailing responsibilities and educational background not exceeding 150 words;
3. Provide a one paragraph description of their organization;
4. Identify the Forum in which you would like to present;
5. Submit a 250-word abstract of the proposed topic.

3 Obligations of Speakers

By submitting a request to speak at this event, you must certify that you are the proposed speaker or an agent acting on behalf of the speaker and that you will comply, or will ensure the speaker complies with the following terms and conditions:

1. The Caribbean ICT Roadshow sessions are to educate and enlighten attendees, rather than advertise products and services. Speakers are therefore required to refrain from making commercial presentations that advertise their organisation’s products and services.

2. Audiences will be diverse in composition so speakers are required to refrain from using acronyms and technical jargon. Any such use should be accompanied by an explanation in layman’s terms.

3. Speakers are requested to actively interact with and engage the audience to ensure that there is a general understanding of the topic being presented.

4. Presentations are to be closely aligned to the objectives of the Forum.

5. Presenters should demonstrate thought leadership in the effective and innovative use of ICT in every sphere of endeavour.

6. Presentations which demonstrate innovative applications of ICT to practical situations are encouraged.

7. PowerPoint presentations must be accompanied by a 1500-word text/narrative. 

8. Speakers will be required to submit their final presentation by the deadlines stipulated by CTU.

9. CTU reserves the right to reschedule speakers to different fora if required to ensure relevancy to the forum

10. CTU reserves the right to publish the presentation in its final report with the appropriate credits.

PLEASE NOTE that PowerPoint presentations are visual aids and a minimum 1500-word text/narrative on the topic is required.
4 Programme Overview

The Roadshow has been designed to be educational and structured to enable interactive participation and the free exchange of ideas, knowledge and experiences from all sectors and stakeholders of the Caribbean national citizenry.

The Roadshow will be structured around the following dedicated fora:
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	1. POLICY MAKERS’ & REGULATORS’ FORUM

The regulatory imperatives for an environment of rapid technological innovation and the convergence of formerly distinct disciplines are addressed in this Forum. The transformational potential of new Information and Communication Technologies (ICTs) as a means of fostering sustainable economic and social development is considered.
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	2. SME BUSINESS FORUM 
This forum considers key areas for redefining small business and how existing ICT tools can be used in small and medium size businesses to improve their efficiency and extend their reach to markets which could not be tapped in traditional ways. Particular applications for research, accounting, procurement, inventory management, marketing and customer service are explored.

	3. THE INTERNET GOVERNANCE FORUM

The value of the Internet and how the global decision making process operates by engagement of all stakeholders is discussed in this Forum. The value of Generic Top Level domain names and the options for the management of these resources at the country level are explored along with the imminent exhaustion of the IPv4 numbering and naming system which will be replaced by IPv6.
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	4. NETWORK OPERATORS’ FORUM

This forum seeks to facilitate the collaborative work of operators in the establishment of Internet Exchange Points (IXPs) and Computer Emergency Response Teams (CERTS) and in the work of a Caribbean Network Operators’ Group (CARIBNOG).
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	5. ICT INNOVATORS’ FORUM

ICT Innovation is the focus of this forum which presents a variety of opportunities for the effective use of ICT. It promotes a better understanding of the innovation ecosystem. The experiences of practitioners in the field are shared and the prerequisites to encourage innovation and the use of the technologies to advance the region to higher levels of prosperity are discussed.
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	6. YOUTH FORUM

The keen affinity of youth to ICT as a motivator for innovation is exploited in this forum which deals with issues directly focused on the youth. Dangers in cyberspace are discussed and instructions for content creation are given.
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	7. CTU AND PARTNERS AT YOUR SERVICE

The respective roles and work of the CTU and its partners are presented in this forum which makes a case for Caribbean ICT stakeholders to participate in the activities of regional and international ICT organizations.

	
	8. THE BANKS AND BUSINESS FORUM

This forum explores banking tools available to small and medium size enterprises and the benefits of incorporating ICT tools in banking and business.

	9. COMMUNITY OUTREACH

The Roadshow visits selected communities to discuss the potential of ICT to enhance lives. The capabilities of mobile phones are demonstrated and the efficiencies that can be achieved are discussed.  Participants have the opportunity to seek answers for ICT-related questions in an informal setting.

	10. HOT SEAT DISCUSSION PANEL
Issues of national importance are discussed by stakeholders with a direct interest in the selected topic. The panels are configured to ventilate concerns, present perspectives and identify challenges, to arrive at consensus on possible solutions.  


The programme will consist of:

· Lectures and presentations,

· Technology demonstrations / exhibitions,

· Hands-on workshops,

· Case studies,

· Showcase of ICT innovation,

· Youth-focused programs and

· Stakeholder consultations.

5 Objectives of the ICT Roadshow
The main objectives of the Caribbean ICT Roadshow are as follows:

1. To foster innovation in the application of ICT to Caribbean challenges in government, the private sector and civil society through activities which include:

· Showcase of ICT innovators and entrepreneurs and demonstrations of ICT innovation

· Youth-focused ICT-based programs

· Executive lectures for leaders in government, business and civil society

2. To build regional awareness among the public sector, the private sector and civil society of the innovative and effective use of ICTs in every aspect of Caribbean life through presentations on

· ICT infrastructure and services

· The Internet, its resources, institutions and issues

· Internet Exchange Points (IXPs)

· ICT in business, entrepreneurship, banking and community development

· The benefits of a Caribbean Network Operators’ Group

3. To accelerate the effective use of ICT by regional governments in the delivery of public services and transparent governance through open discussion among policy makers, regulators and other stakeholders on the topics including spectrum management policy reform, Internet governance and business incubators.

4. To encourage greater regional collaboration in the development of regional ICT solutions through the presentation of Caribbean and international ICT best practices.

5. Promote the work, role and programmes of the CTU as a resource to the region 

6. To forge closer relationships between Caribbean ICT stakeholders and the regional Internet communities and to encourage participation in international ICT fora through the 

· Creation and support of regional Special Interest Groups for ICT matters

· Promotion of fora for ongoing collaboration and stakeholder relationship development 

It is envisaged that the knowledge, exposure and relationships forged from the Roadshow would result in an increased awareness of available resources and current and planned ICT initiatives. It will also aid positively in the effective use and management of ICT resources and services. Together, these would redound to increased economic and social development for Caribbean peoples. 

Each national event would be held over a period not exceeding two and a half days and will include key aspects of ICT development in industry, the regulatory environment, government and civil society

· The general public 
· Civil society

It is anticipated that regional Government ICT Ministers and other senior policy makers, legislators, regulators, the private sector and ICT practitioners from the Caribbean would participate in targeted sessions of the Roadshow.  Representatives of educational institutions, civil society and the general public are expected to attend general sessions.
