* Price tag $3,995.00
* Was released in 1984

» People lined up around the block to purchase one




Todays cell phone

* Weighs ounces

» Battery life varies but is significantly better

» Most are affordable

» Manufacturers include nokia, samsung, htc, apple

e Smart phones can perform functions of low power
computer




How the cell phone improves life

* |t makes communication easier

e Multimedia functions

* |t decreases emergency response time

e Cheaper than computers but able to access
internet
